Emma Norton Services turned 90 in 2007! Over these 90 years we have changed: facility location; 

population served; and services offered.  We added service to families with 13 Maplewood townhouse 

units in 2002.

Celebrating 90 Years:

•	 Our Annual Dinner had vintage dress, stories of the past, and recognition of outstanding volunteers 

and corporate leaders. 

•	 About 100 supporters of Emma Norton Services celebrated 90 years of service with a festive Gala 

at the Gale Mansion in November.

The Daisy Erbes Society:

•	 Named for the woman who managed Emma Norton’s original $25,000 gift, it honors contributors of 

$2,500 or more per year. Fourteen founding members were recognized at the Annual Dinner.  

Other Events:

•	 We held a third luncheon to tell our story at the Science Museum.

•	 The UMW’s North Central Jurisdiction held its annual meeting in Minnesota.  Jon Katherine 

Martins portrayed Emma Norton at their banquet and many participants toured our two sites.

•	 Betty Letzig, formerly on the National Division staff, gave a series of Planned Giving sessions.

•	 A Staff Appreciation Luncheon and a Resident Holiday Dinner were held in December.

Property Renovations:

•	 The Residence kitchen and dining room were renovated with updated equipment and energy 

efficient windows.

•	 New showerheads were installed and improvements to the ventilation system were made.

Transition:

•	 Early in 2007, Nelda Rhoades Clark announced her plan to retire at yearend. In December the Board 

of Directors, Staff, many colleagues, family, and friends gathered at a farewell party to thank her for 

17 years of dedicated service to Emma Norton Services and for her community work to eliminate 

homelessness.

•	 Jodi Pfarr was selected as Executive Director beginning January 2008. Ms. Pfarr, a nationally 

known speaker and trainer on causes of poverty, is President/CEO of J. Pfarr Consulting, Inc., and 

has extensive experience in managing transitional housing facilities. She holds an MA from United 

Theological Seminary in New Brighton.

As we close our 90th year, board, staff, and residents are committed to working together toward the 

goals of the Strategic Plan to help all who are part of the ENS community reach their full potential. 

We commend our residents for their achievements, thank our staff for dedicated service, and we cannot 

thank our donors enough for their support.  Without it we would be unable to do this work.  May God 

bless you all.

Tina’s story is one of faith regained.
She grew up in St. Cloud, Minnesota, with her parents and two 
brothers. Her father, who drank heavily, became increasingly abusive 
towards her and her siblings as they got older, and often threatened 
her mother. When her brother was 16, their father shot him during 
an argument. Frightened but determined, her mother moved the 
children to a suburb of the Twin Cities. She knew it would be struggle 
to keep their family together, but it was much better than living in fear.

Tina was a bright kid and liked school, but she often felt insecure, 
even when she excelled in her studies. She began developing 
anxieties she couldn’t explain, and retreated from her circle of 
friends when she felt her fears were growing out of control. Her 
mom helped her get counseling, and she confronted issues of 
past abuse, but there was still more that bothered her. She saw 
several professionals who did basic analysis, but she had a hard time 
communicating the racing anxieties and the dark depressions that 
felt like a yo-yo inside her head. It seemed like no one understood. 
Tina started drinking when she was 16, as an escape from the storm 
raging within her. Her grades dropped a little, but not enough to 
keep her from going to college. She graduated with a B average 
and started school the next year at the University of Minnesota.  

Tina did well in school and held down a part-time job, but the roller 
coaster inside her continued. She sought help on her own, with 
her family’s encouragement, but was misdiagnosed. She started 
feeling like she was personally failing because she just could not 
climb out her depression. She quit school and began full time 
work at a travel agency. She got pregnant and had a baby with her 
boyfriend, but when their daughter Tracy was just 10 months old, 
her boyfriend decided fatherhood was not something he enjoyed, 
so he all but completely exited their lives. Tina found affordable 
daycare, kept working, and managed to keep going on her own, 
but she started drinking more as a way to self-medicate her highs 
and lows. She kept her drinking hidden, but her mother, who 
often helped out with Tracy, knew something was seriously wrong.
 
Tina lost her job, and had trouble keeping new ones as her 
alcohol abuse increased. When Tracy was just 4, Tina decided to 
grant her mother custody of Tracy, and tried to get sober on her 
own. Alcoholic Anonymous helped, but she never felt she had a 
grasp on her real illness. She stayed sober long enough to be to 
be financially stable at times, and to be an important presence in 
Tracy’s life, but when she plummeted to lows unexpectedly, she 
could barely care for herself. She lost her apartment, moved from 
one friend’s place to another, and eventually, found herself living 
in the streets. With the help of a friend who knew Tina had to find 
the real cause of her problems, she got into a residential treatment 
program. There she got her first accurate diagnosis of her illness, 
bipolar disorder, and finally started getting the help she needed. She 
stayed sober, and got the correct medication to help with the highs 
and lows, along with the type of counseling she had needed for 
years. It was a challenging road to discovery, and often frightening, 
but when she began to deal with her mental illness, it was like 
finding the strength to defeat a monster she could finally identify.

Before leaving the residential mental health center where she had 
made great progress, Tina knew she had to take care of herself and 
make a smooth transition back to a stable home and work. Her 
counselor referred her to Emma Norton Residence. She moved 
in while still in the early stages of dealing with her mental illness 
and sobriety, but knew she had it in her to succeed. Her case 
manager at Emma Norton knew this, too, and helped her assess 
her resources. Tina knew she had to go back to school, and taking 
an online class helped her not only continue her education, but 
also remember the way she felt years ago when she succeeded 
academically. She joined a bipolar support group, and was able 
to gradually open up with others about her illness. She realized 
that her disorder did not define her, and that being around others 
who were facing the same challenges honestly was comforting 
and encouraging. She learned from mothers at the residence how 
to talk to her daughter about mental illness in a way she could 
understand. She started having regular visits with Tracy again, and 
her mother felt like she was getting her own daughter back, too.

After just six months, she got a job at the University of Minnesota, 
started night classes, and with a financial counselor’s help, figured 
out how she could earn her degree. Facing the challenges of health 
insurance, her case manager at Emma Norton helped her find a 
program to keep her medication affordable. Tina’s commitment to her 
health stayed at the forefront, and day by day, things grew brighter.

When she was ready to move on, she found a place of her own, 
kept up classes and working at the U, and continued to rebuild her 
relationship with her daughter through regular visits. When she 
graduated, she moved on to a new position at work, and shortly 
after, regained custody of Tracy. Now Tina, her daughter, and her 
mom all look forward to the time they spend together, and know 
that the journey continues. Tina is still amazed when she looks 
at the road that she has been on, and is grateful to all who have 
helped her along the way. “It took so long to figure out the right 
path, but when I made the first steps, I didn’t feel alone. The support 
I got at Emma Norton Services helped me to have faith in myself 
again, and do the hard work I had to do. I not only feel stable, 
but I realize I have the strength I need to keep moving forward.”
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Programs and Services



Jared has a smile that is contagious.
An energetic third-grader, Jared wakes up every day excited 
about school; he’ll tell you his favorite things are reading, music, 
and hot-dog days for lunch. He’s usually the first in line at the 
school bus stop, and though he may not admit it, he doesn’t 
mind making sure his little sister, a kindergartener, gets on the 
bus safely as well.  But this was not always the case for Jared. In 
fact, in his young life already, Jared has made quite a journey. 

When Jared was in second grade, he and mother, Sheila, and his 
sisters, Grace and Tonia, had just moved to Emma’s Place. He liked 
his new school, and was thrilled to be in the same class as the 
boy who lived just two doors down from him, whom he often 
played with on the playground at Emma’s. But sometimes, Jared 
had trouble sitting still at his desk. When Sheila went to a parent-
teacher conference, Jared’s teacher suggested getting him tested 
for ADHD. But it wasn’t that Jared was hyperactive or had problems 
paying attention, and Sheila knew this. She talked to her caseworker 
and the youth coordinator and Emma’s Place, and they agreed to 
watch Jared’s study habits together. Along with Jared’s teacher, 
they observed the same thing: Jared did have trouble sitting still in 
a very quiet environment, and he did not enjoy visiting the library.  
However, he was able to stay fully focused when engaged in group 
activities, and did well in music, gym, art, or any environment 
where there were a variety of sounds to soak up. Though he did 
not enjoy silent reading time, he was still reading at his grade level. 

The truth of the matter was, in Jared’s life, there had never been 
too much quiet time at all. When Jared’s parents were together, 
they often fought, and he and his siblings would try to drown out 
the noise with their radio as they retreated to their room. When 
Sheila left their father after he became abusive, they went to live 

with cousins in a small, crowded, two-bedroom apartment where 
silence was a rarity. When a severe rent increase forced them out of 
their building, Sheila searched desperately for something she could 
afford on her salary working at a restaurant, but it was not enough 
to get by. For a while, they slept in Sheila’s broken down station 
wagon at night. When they got into a temporary shelter, there was 
still never much stillness. Finding a spot for Sheila to read to her kids, 
which she tried to do every evening, was a challenge on its own.
When Shei la  found Emma’s  Place,  i t  was a  bless ing.
 
Despite all of these obstacles, Jared still did well in his studies, 
and usually looked forward to school. But he was just not used 
to silence. When there was no background noise, he constantly 
tapped his feet against his chair, or drummed on his desk with his 
pencil. What looked like fidgeting was simply an attempt to add 
some sound back into his surroundings. It wasn’t that he couldn’t 
focus; it was more just a matter of the kind of environment he had 
gotten so used to. Working together, Sheila, Jared, his teacher, 
and the staff at Emma’s Place came up with ways to help Jared 
feel more comfortable in quiet settings. Jared got a chance to 
use headphones when he went to the school library, and learned 
that tapping an eraser in his hand during study time was a good 
substitute for using a pencil on his desk. When he became more 
and more used to the calm of his new environment at Emma’s Place, 
he felt increasingly at ease with less noise at home and at school. 
Sheila knows that her family is on the road to greater stability 
now that they have a healthy environment to call home, and she 
looks forward to school events with all her children. Jared feels 
proud of the things he is achieving at school, and continues to 
be one of the one of the happiest kids at the morning bus stop.
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Emma Norton Residence  helps homeless women 
living alone stabilize their lives so that they can work towards 
independence.  Goals include:
•	 Increasing self-reliance.
•	 Learning life skills and attaining education 
	 and job training. 
•	 Finding affordable permanent housing.

Emma’s Place helps homeless single parent families with 
three or more children gain the life skills needed to become self-
sufficient.  Goals include:
•	 Providing safe, sober housing for homeless families 
	 with three or more children.
•	 Guaranteeing rents that are affordable 
	 for this population.
•	 Providing after-school and summer programming 
	 for the children.
•	 Providing supportive services for the families.
•	 Providing resources for families who wish to 
	 become homeowners.

In 2007, Emma Norton Services provided:
•	 17,920 meals to women at Emma Norton  Residence.
•	 368 interviews with potential residents.
•	 145 contacts with former residents.
•	 Over 935 hours of onsite workshops and trainings at Emma’s 	
	 Place.
•	 920 hours of after school programming and tutoring for 	 	
	 children at Emma’s Place.
